                    Sacred Heart RC Primary School


What is the Primary School PE & Sport Premium?
The government is providing additional funding for academic year 2025 to 2026 to improve provision of physical education (PE) and sport in primary schools. This funding is ring- fenced and therefore can only be spent on provision of PE and sport in schools. Sacred Heart will receive £18, 641 in the financial year 2025/26.

Schools must spend the additional funding on improving their provision of PE and sport, but they will have the freedom to choose how they do this. This means that we should use the premium to develop or add to the PE and sport activities that we already offer, or make improvements that will benefit future pupils. For example, we can use our funding to hire qualified sports coaches to work alongside teachers, or to support fewer active children by running or extending school clubs.

What should it be used for?
· Employing a full time sports coach to support both the teaching of PE and provide additional after school and lunch time activities for each year group throughout the year.

· Professional development opportunities for the PE leader.

· Providing cover to release staff for professional development in PE and sport.

· Continuing to run sports activities in school and increasing pupils’ participation in the Manchester PE association games (Including transport to sporting events).

· Working with other local schools to develop inter-school competitions and support for PE leaders.

· To provide a range of sporting activities at lunchtime to increase pupil’s participation in sports.

· Provision of equipment for PE and Sport.

	The number of daily active minutes children complete has increased due to daily 10 and play leader activities. 

More classes have incorporated brain breaks and wake up shake ups into their daily routines. Contributing to positive mental and physical wellbeing. 
 

40 children have trained to become play leaders this year and have taken on the role of setting up and encouraging children to take part in a range of different activities each lunchtime. This has had a huge impact on not just the physical and mental wellbeing of children but also the overall behaviour of children at Lunchtimes.

Sports and playground equipment has ensured full and equal access to PE lessons. Having enough equipment for each child ensures they don’t miss out on any active minutes.

From December, after school clubs have been led by Mr Entwistle within the wraparound care which takes place 3:30-5:30.

OPAL has been successfully rolled out with numerous different play opportunities now taking place on the playground. OPAL champions are awarded each week to help embed examples of good use of OPAL. 

Charlotte is in the process of completing her forest school training. This training has included her completing different tasks in different scenarios. As part of her training, Class 3 have had forest school implemented into their timetable. A forest school area has been created on the field so we have a designated, safe place for this outdoor activity to take place.
